The program was organized by Sandra Meluk, artistic 

director of the Salvi Foundation Ð Colombia, Salvi Harps, the Embassy of France, the National University 

of Colombia and the Foundation Mazda Colombia.  

 

ÒI have seen remarkable growth in the studentÕs abilities since my last visit in August, 2007,Ó says 

Emmanuel Ceysson.  ÒThey have continued to work diligently and I can see the results Ð the students are 

beginning to relate more intimately to the music they are performing and they have acquired a better 

understanding of how applying the Alexander Techn ique to their body movements has a positive impact 

on the way they approach playing the harp.Ó  

 

Ceysson also discussed the importance of understanding the context of each musical piece played.  

According to Emmanuel, Òlearning the context and meaning behin d each piece of music helps the 

harpist better interpret the music they are performing.Ó  

 

On January 21, Ceysson performed works by Bach, Liszt, Zabel, Hindemith, Tournier, and Walter -Kune 

in a recital sponsored by the Foundation Mazda Colombia.  The fill ed to capacity concert was held in the 

Fabio Lozano Auditorium of the University Jorge Tadeo Lozano in Bogot‡.
